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PROVINCIAL PROGRESS REPORTS

1. Business Against Crime-Western Cape (BAC-Western Cape)

The BAC provincial office in the Western Cape continues to be aligned to national priorities, but
also has a number of provincial initiatives underway.

1.1 Trauma Centre for World Cup Fans at the V. & A. Waterfront

A dedicated victim support facility has been set up at the Waterfront in the lead up to the World
Cup. The centre was opened on 12 May 2010, as a business initiative in support of the SAPS. The
purpose of the centre was to be "a first port of call" for tourists who fall victim to crime or who
have their safety and well-being threatened. Through the centre, victims of crime will be referred
to the appropriate authorities, depending on the circumstances. As well, in order to ensure that the
centre is as ‘victim friendly” as possible, language interpreters would be of service to tourists.

Shawn Koen, Provincial Programme Manager (BAC-WC) and Billy Laubscher (BAC-WC) will be
among the trained people on duty at the centre from 10:00 to 22:00 daily, until 31 July 2010.

1.2 The Shopping Centre Security Initiative

The Shopping Centre Security Initiative (SCSI) has been working tirelessly to enhance preventative
measures at Shopping Centres. The focus of the SCSI has been threefold:

e CCTV: The quality of CCTV footage and the maintenance of CCTV cameras;

e Security Guards: The vetting of security guards via the Ideco system;

e Co-operation with the SAPS: Shopping centres have been encouraged to strengthen their
relationship with local police stations and to partake in the local anti-crime business forum.

In comparison with 2009, robberies at centres have seen a positive decline. The SCSI, however,
remains vigilant, especially during the 2010 Soccer World Cup period.

1.3 Business Liaison Breakfasts and Other Work

The business liaison breakfasts with the Provincial Commissioner still continue.

2. Business Against Crime ¢ Mpumalanga (BAC-Mpumalanga)

Below is a brief update of progress by the General Manager of the Business Against Crime
Mpumalanga.

2.1 (ANPR)- Automatic Number Plate Recognition:

¢ The official hand-over and deployment of the ANPR technology took place on 19 April 2010 at
the White River 10111 Call Centre. 2 Stolen vehicles were recovered within 15 minutes of its
deployment. The initial 10-days of operation resulted in the sighting of approximately 12,800
vehicles.

¢ Since the deployment of the ANPR technology, the 4 Flying Squad members who underwent
special training in Johannesburg are achieving great success in identifying suspect vehicles.

e The ANPR vehicle will play a vital role during the 2010 Fifa Soccer World Cup and in future
SAPS Mpumalanga operations.

2.2 Fifa Soccer World Cup Operational Simulations:
Since last year, the SAPS Mpumalanga and the security sector have engaged in various operational

simulations to ensure that they are fully prepared for any situation during the fast approaching

Fifa Soccer World Cup. The simulations have strengthened the communication and operational
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channels between the SAPS and the greater security sector in Mpumalanga, and have illustrated

their readiness for emergency situations during this period and any time thereafter.

The training of approximately 500 tourism guides was also undertaken across the province to
promote awareness about safe places and assist tourists coming to the country.

2.3 The 10111 Call Centre in White River and Recreational Facility:

BAC-MP is pleased with the operational and aesthetic progress that the SAPSMP have been
making at the 10111 Call Centre and the (JOC) Joint Operations Centre in White River, over the
past few months.

In support of the SAPSMP members who have been transforming the old Commando building

into an operational centre, BAC-MP has assisted with the process wherever possible.
This work has resulted in:

The building of a brand new Recreational Facility for 10111 call-takers and dispatchers is near
completion. Sponsorship for this facility has been received from the Lowveld Chamber of Business
and Tourism (LCBT).

The LCBT have also partnered with BAC-MP for the 10111 Recognition Project, which kicked off

in May 2010. This initiative seeks to remedy the current situation where call-takers, dispatchers,
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Flying Squad members, and involved Police stations receive no recognition for outstanding work,
other than through the continuous encouragement of the Officers in charge. For their dedication
and excellence in service delivery, BAC-MP and the LCBT will seek to recognise SAPS members
for their work on a monthly basis. A floating trophy will be handed to the acknowledged Police
station and certificates to the top performers in the categories of call-taker, dispatcher and Flying
Squad member. As well, the acknowledgement publicised in the local Lowvelder will be
accompanied by safety tips, findings and other information provided by the 10111 Station

Commander as a service to the general public.

2.4 The Ximhungwe Police Station Project:

Currently the closest Police contact point to the Calcutta / Kildare area - which is rated as having
one of the highest crime statistics in Mpumalanga - is 40kms away. The area comprises
approximately 13 settlements of approximately 400 to 500 people each. This area is notorious as a
hiding ground for criminals, hijacked vehicles and stolen goods. A further challenge for victims of
crime is the distance one must walk to reach the nearest contact point to report criminal activity.
As a result, many cases are not reported.

Tour operators transporting tourists to and from the Kruger National Park, as well as self-drive
tourists often fall prey to criminals in this area. Three of the main Kruger National Park entrances
are situated not far from this area and as a result there is a flow of tourist traffic that is vulnerable
to crime e-route to the Kruger and nearby locations.

The Sabi Sands, home to 54 of South Africa’s High Profile Lodges, including Richard Branson’s

Ulusaba Lodge, is situated within 40 kms from this crime Hot Spot area and is even further from
the closest Police contact point.

As a result of this situation, BAC-MP aims to establish a fully functional Police station in this area
to ensure that its inhabitants have accessible Police support. The establishment of such a station
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will assist to reduce the high crime rate in this area, as visible policing approaches elsewhere have
shown the potential for replicable success.

BAC-MP, the SAPS and various business people from the Lowveld Region, as well as a company
in the Western Cape, have been involved in negotiations over the last months to make this vision a
reality.

It is anticipated that after the Fifa Soccer World Cup a strategic meeting will focus on putting lease
agreements and other measures in place to further the roll-out plan.

2.5 Firearm Amnesty ¢ Monitoring and Evaluation Provincial Team

The firearm amnesty process went well in the province. BAC’s involvement in the national and
provincial monitoring teams set up to support the oversight role of the national Secretary of Police
saw the province visiting a number of priority stations to monitor progress and the flow of
firearms within the amnesty period. Where a number of stations had difficulties, challenges were
identified and stations revisited. The project and BACSA’s support to this important national effort
was successful overall.

3. The Committee for Crime Prevention  Northern Cape

The provincial office in the Northern Cape has stayed true to its original purpose in co-ordinating
crime prevention programmes to help address the root causes of crime.

The Committee has identified a number of issues, including social development and the lack of
proper victim empowerment around which projects focus.

The Projects for Homeless Children in Kimberley, Upington and Britstown has, for example,

received support from Vodacom and a number of other businesses. Importantly, this initiative
helps to get children off the street, deter them from doing crime and provides them with hope.
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Among the other projects that the Committee is engaged with, the Women Against Crime (WAC)
Initiative has the involvement of approximately 600 women who assist traumatised victims of
crime on a voluntary basis.

A training programme against the drug TIK has received the support of SANLAM and is reaching
approximately 8,000 learners. There is similarly a “Knowledge is Power” project which focuses on
the issue of alcohol abuse.

The project for Increased Visible Policing relies on a mounted horse unit and a number of bicycle
units in various areas within the province. Police have informed the Committee that on a monthly
basis, no crime is being committed in the areas where the units are deployed on any large scale.

The Video Camera Surveillance System in the Kimberley CBD, as well as the Rapid Deployment
Video Camera is work that has crime prevention as a main benefit. Between 2008 and 2009, some
650 arrests have been made as a result of the Surveillance System in use.

Sadly, the organisation has recently lost its Executive Officer, Advocate Botha, who has taken up
his responsibilities as Deputy Director of Public Prosecutions and is needed to manage the
Organised Crime Unit in Northern Cape. The Committee wishes him well in his endeavours.

Mid-2010 may see the formal establishment of a Business Against Crime - Northern Cape (BAC-
NC) as a new Section 21 company focused on the fight against crime in the province. The strong
relationships established through existing projects with the Defence Force, the Department of
Transport, Education, and others, will continue, but the provincial office will, in this event, no
longer be funded by the provincial Department where it is currently located.

4. Business Against Crime ¢ North West (BAC-NW)

Suzan Seabi has recently been appointed as the new Chairperson of the BAC-North West office. As
such, the province is in the process of increasing the capacity and representivity of its Board by
including both small and big business.

Work within the province recently has included the training of 120 SAPS officers on the Microdot
Technology to support vehicle crime efforts both at a national and provincial level. This has been
done in conjunction with DataDot.

The ANPR technology is to be deployed by the SAPS throughout the Fifa World Cup, after the
successful utilisation of the same in support of the Confederations Cup last year.

The organisation continues to sit on the Provincial Community Policing Forum (CPF) Board. This
allows for interlinkages between the 81 Community Policing Forums in the province. Through this
platform, awareness has been raised on such issues as Human Trafficking and ATM-related
crimes.
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In addition to this, members of the business community were recently invited to a presentation on
the War Room concept. This was conducted by a team from the Western Cape. In the province, the
War Room will be established at Phokeng, near the venue for the 2010 World Cup.

Given the successful running of the Confederations Cup in 2009, the province is fully geared
towards ensuring that the World Cup games at the Rustenburg stadium are a resounding success.

5. Business Against Crime ¢ KZN (BAC-KZN)

The provincial KZN branch continues to be fully aligned to national initiatives which focus on the
priority crimes and business support and alignment.

BAC-KZN has strong provincial partnerships with Government including seats on the KZN Justice
Crime Prevention and Security (JCPS) cluster, the Provincial Crime Prevention Forum, the Priority
Committee for Bank Robberies and CIT Heists and the Commercial Crime Forum, amongst others.

The KZN War Room continues to function well, BAC-KZN is currently working on creating a
database of identified business surveillance technology that will be linked to the War Room.
Further, requests have been received from the Department of Community Safety for BAC to assist
with the management of the Volunteer Social Crime Prevention Programme.

As part of a business crime awareness initiative, BAC-KZN co-chairs the Durban Chamber of
Commerce Safety and Justice Committee, whereby information on crime trends and other
developments are distributed to some 4,000 members of the Durban Chamber of Commerce and
Industry.

BAC-KZN was recently a recipient of a certificate from Productivity SA. In the Public Sector
Category for the Dolphin Coast Municipality, BAC-KZN was runner-up.

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6. Business Against Crime ¢ Eastern Cape (BAC-EC)

The province continues to implement nationally-aligned projects, as well as a number of locally-
funded initiatives, namely:

1. The Rapid Rural Response (RRR) Project
2. The Rapid Urban Response (RUR) Project

6.1 The RUR Project:

The RUR Project is being rolled-out in the Nelson Mandela Metropolitan area with the support of
ADT. ADT is currently sponsoring two dedicated radio frequencies and are providing round the
clock monitoring services.

Business Against Crime - EC, with the support of local businesses, is providing qualifying Sector
Crime Forums (/Neighbourhood Watches) with ICASA-approved, licensed “starter kits”. The kits
comprise a mobile and two hand-held radios. These go hand-in-hand with a specialised
Leadership, radio usage and protocol training course, as provided by ADT.

The initiative works with other eligible private-sector security companies, SAPS, Municipal
Emergency Services, and partners, as as-needed basis.

Additional corporate support is being solicited, to enable us to provide Sector Crime Forums with
crime-scene kit bags, crime-scene containment training, among other things.

An objective of the project is to link all participating volunteer Sector Crime Forum
(/Neighbourhood Watch) patrollers (via 2-way radio) to each other and neighbouring sectors,
while the mobile units assist volunteers to direct emergency calls appropriately.
